Never since the winter of 1795, when they laid Francis Marion to rest with his fathers, has Belle Isle, the once beautiful plantation home in Berkeley County, had so large an assemblage as met yesterday to celebrate the unveiling of the granite monument erected by the State over the grave of the Revolutionary hero. It is true that Belle Isle, under the proprietorship of the General’s nephew, the Hon Robert Marion, M. C., and of his heir, Mr Stephen Deveaux, was for many years the scene of bounteous and elegant hospitality: its spacious rooms have been packed time and time again with delighted guests, and thirty carriages have been seen on its beautiful avenue—a mile long—on many a festive occasion; but yesterday fully one thousand people gathered on the spacious lawn fronting the graveyard where Marion lies on one side and the old manse on the other.

Upon the arrival of the Northeastern train from Charleston the Washington Light Infantry began its march of twelve miles for Belle Isle. The day was warm and clear and the trip was uneventful. 

As in the past, this year the Washington Light Infantry participated in the 229th anniversary of Marion’s death.  Only this time, the twenty two  members arrived in a chauffeured charter bus.  The WLI Color Guard posted our nation’s flag and their most valued relic from the Revolutionary period, the Eutaw Flag.
